ORIGIN AND AIMS

The Prince of Asturias Foundation was constituted
in the city of Oviedo (Principality of Asturias, Spain)
on 24" September, 1980 in a ceremony presided over
by His Royal Highness The Prince of Asturias,
Heir to the Throne of Spain, who was accompanied
by his parents, Their Majesties The King and Queen.
The Foundation is a non-profit private
institution whose essential aims are to consolidate
the existing links between the Principality
and the Prince of Asturias and to contribute
to extolling and promoting those scientific,
cultural and humanistic values that form part
of mankind’s universal heritage.
The Prince of Asturias Awards were created
in 1981 as a symbol of these ultimate goals
of the Prince of Asturias Foundation and take
their name from the title passed down through
history to the Heir to the Spanish Throne. Aimed
at rewarding the scientific, technical, cultural,
social and humanitarian work carried out at an
international level by individuals, institutions,
or groups of individuals or institutions, they are
conferred in eight categories: the Arts, Social
Sciences, Communication and Humanities,
International Cooperation, Technical and Scientific
Research, Literature, Sports and Concord.
The Awards are presented at an annual ceremony
by His Royal Highness The Prince of Asturias,

the institution’s Honorary President.
